
International Cultural Service Program
2008-2009 Tuition Scholarship Application

International students who demonstrate financial need and exceptional merit may apply for the International Cultural
Service Program (ICSP). Selected ICSP students receive a tuition-waiver scholarship ranging from $6,000 -
$15,000. ICSP students agree to complete 80 hours per year of cultural service as required by the program. Cultural
service can include speaking or giving demonstrations to schools or community groups about the heritage and
culture of your country, tutoring students in a foreign language, or participating in international events on campus.

Selection for an ICSP award is extremely competitive. The Selection Committee annually reviews around 100
applications for about 15 scholarships. Demonstrated financial need is a required factor to be considered eligible for
the program. Applicants should provide as much information as possible about their financial status. Financial
statements submitted to the Office of Admissions will be compared with the information provided in this
application. If you are a current UO student, please explain any changes in your financial circumstances that may
have occurred since applying for admission to the University of Oregon.

A variety of factors are considered in the selection process. Performing the required cultural service in Oregon
communities makes it necessary that all participants have a good command of spoken English. The ICSP strives to
maintain a broad cultural and national representation. Selection will depend upon the UO’s ability to utilize the
applicant’s cultural service. Preference is given to students with strong academic records.

1. New students must apply for admission to the University of Oregon for 2008-2009.
2. Applicants cannot be U.S. citizens, cannot be U.S. permanent residents, and cannot be eligible to receive

U.S. federal financial assistance.
3. Applicants must demonstrate financial need and academic merit.

Late or incomplete applications will not be considered. Completed ICSP application materials must be received
in International Affairs at the University of Oregon by February 15, 2008.

Completed applications must include ALL of the following:

1. Complete budget information requested in question #25.

2. Presentation materials. Please pay special attention to question #31. The selection committee is very
interested in the kinds of presentations you are able to make.

3. A two-page personal biography as requested in question #34 to accompany the ICSP application. This
biography should be in the form of an essay and not a mere listing of facts. It should include information
concerning your past life, future goals, education, influential experiences and special interests.

4. Two letters of recommendation as requested in questions #33. You are responsible for making sure that
your recommendations are submitted in English and by the ICSP application deadline.

5. New students must apply for admission to the University of Oregon for 2008-2009.
