	 Before my study abroad trip to China, I had never ventured 
outside my closed little world. I was born and raised in Oregon and 
lived at home during most of college. My view of the world was very 
limited and rosy because I grew up in a fairly liberal and accepting 
place such as Eugene.
	 When I arrived in a hot and humid Beijing during the end of Au-
gust of 1994, I was not prepared for the concrete reality, both figura-
tive and literal, of a country in the middle of massive transformation. 
Concrete high-rises and highways were going up before my very eyes 
with the landscape literally changing from week to week. The raw-
ness and energy of such a bustling, hectic metropolis was a jolt to my 
system.
	 I learned a lot during my stay in China—things that helped shaped 
my life. Aside from providing a tremendous boost to my Chinese lan-
guage ability, I was able to see how nearly a fifth of the world’s popula-

tion lived, worked and played. I came to 
realize that I was blessed with many op-
portunities that most people in the world 
do not have. From exploring the steppes 
of Inner Mongolia, to riding around and 
getting lost on bicycles in Xian, I forged 
friendships and gained experiences and 
memories that I still cherish to this day.
	 My interest and love of Chinese 
was so intensified by my experiences in 
China, I wanted to continue studying the 
language and culture after graduating from 
the UO, eventually choosing to further my 
language studies on a scholarship in Tai-
wan, where I ended up staying for nearly 
two years.

	 From Taiwan I went to work 
in the Philippines as an envi-
ronmental protection officer at a 
Taiwanese industrial park where 
I worked closely with Taiwan-
based investors and the local en-
vironmental protection agency to 
mediate differences and resolve 
environment-related problems. 
In my role there, I continued to 
develop and use my Chinese lan-
guage abilities and came to realize that understanding language and 
culture was crucial in navigating the sometimes very tricky pathways 
of Asian business dealings.
	 From the Philippines, I went back to Taiwan, where I worked at a 
multimedia/publishing company as a webmaster. I was able to expand 
into the role of editor and eventually director/producer of multimedia 
content. I currently work in Taipei as an editor at an online IT news 
firm, where I continue to utilize my Chinese language abilities on a 
daily basis.
	 My time in China opened my eyes to new perspectives and ideas 
and helped me forge long-lasting friendships. Aside from acquiring 
language skills, which helped me tremendously in the subsequent 
work I did, the mere opening of my eyes to a world outside Oregon 
helped me develop an international perspective and broadened my 
horizons both personally and professionally.
